- Establishing contributor motivation for appearing

FORMAT

Small group work, practical “live” exercises and role-play. Timed group research exercises will give trainees a hands-on and realistic experience of how to research a real story to deadline. Teams will present their stories/contributors to the group as a whole, allowing time for feedback and discussion on research skills.

Eg: Either taking real stories from newspapers/ press release etc.. The group will have to identify good stories with possible treatments and then go about standing them-up and researching possible contributors.

Exercise two – Role playing with actors interviewing a potential contributor
